Conceptual Desigf

The original design of thelemorial Wall has evolved over the two years since the Calgary
Convention. As you will notice, there have beemrfimountains added on the top representing the four
mountains in Hong Kong where Canadians saw batitte Wall will be slightly larger to ensure its
prominence as the focal point of the site. Ignbee“1" and “4" indicators. These are design note
indicators for footnotes not included in this view.

The site will be landscaped to represent a Harboncept. Surrounding the Wall will be grasses to
link in the western Canadian contribution to “CrE®. The granite at the base of the Wall will come
from Quebec to link in the eastern Canadian coutioi.

There may be minor additional changes to complf witvironmental and geophysical demands. A
multi-dimensional display will be made availablecerihe final requirements have been established.

The Lord Elgin Hotel ... an Ottawa Landmark

Over two hundred rooms have been reserved at tieeElgin Hotel for our convention. The Lord
Elgin is ideally located in the heart of downtowtiaa, directly across from Confederation Park and
the National Arts Centre. The Lord Elgin Hotekteps away from the War Memorial, Rideau Canal,
Ottawa Congress Centre, Parliament Building, Rid&laopping Centre and the ByWard Market.

Originally built in 1941, the Lord Elgin Hotel haslong association with the Hong Kong veterans. It
was here that some of those assigned to “C” Fdeyed while awaiting the arrival of the troop train
travelling westward from Camp Valcartier in Quebédicwas also here, after the war, that the Exgeuti
of the newly-formed HKVA gathered as they preseriedfirst of countless briefs to the Canadian
government for better pensions for their membérsias here that Harry Atkinson stayed on his
numerous trips to Ottawa (as did many of “C” Fondeenever they were in Ottawa), fighting one battle
after another for his comrades
