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OUR PADRE'S DIARY  Rev. U. Laite (Kind permission of Mrs. Selly Laite)

Some of us had planned for a good sized piece of hem baked in cassecrolce with
tomatoecs and scelloped potatecs! We get great fun out of planning a special
meal once in a while, but we know that we must wait for fresdom before we
can get it. Rumours arec rifc in the camp dalily. Some 2re a blt amusing but
others speak of the turmoil in men's minds and the longing in their hearts
for the day of liberty.
Today(Feb. 6) there is a rumcur that a Russian ship has arrived tc take us
to Vliadivostok and thet within twentyfour hours the Navy will teke over our
“itchens. I shall record others from time to time.
The Jepanese have given us a ration of cigarettes - ninc per an -and our
M.0. (Major Crawford) has askecd me to tzke over his hospital quota and dist-
ribute these. Many of our men - about 30 in hospital now - suffer frow dyse=
ntery and other kindred ailments. I make a visit neerly every dey and if at
all possible tske chocolate or toffee or a cigerette to each. I fear that
since my money is now spent the boys will have to go without the above as
far es 1 am concerned.
Feb: 8th(Sunday). Cclebratcd communion in carpenter's shop at 7:45,about
forty prescent. Led Perade scrvice at 1100hrs on sgquare. We arce thinking o
home a great dezl. While at last night's concert a sergcant spoke to uc¢ of
it. This morning one of the officers spoke to me of his thoughts. He has been
at communion. Others have spoken ¢f the same thing. The weck-ends at home
were all that we desired and now we realize their value. We did not appreci-
ate their valuc at times, but while thore are regrets, we have pleasant mem-
cries of howes and families.
Friday: Feb. 13th. The wcathcr has been very cold during the past fow -cdays-
and we are uncomfortable as no one has ample cor proper clothing for such
weather. Our meals have not been the best c¢lther but we remeaber that we are
prisoners of war and must not =llow food or weather conditicms to break our
morale., Many of the men are ill but will, we hope, be better by the time the
warmer wecather comes., Two or three of our officers are kecoping to their bun-
ks today. These berths are not very comfortable. I have four rice sacks tac-
ked between bhed framcs and use twe blankets - light ones- as covers. For the
past two nights I have slept with all my clothes on, including my trench cos
at. Most of us lost all of sur best clothes. I have one suit of underwear -
worn threadbarc ~ two pairs of socks with holes, and no wosl to darn, one
khaki shirt and one worn white cne = it wns white originslly - I have no cap
but head & summcer helmet given ne since coming to campe I have the cover for
my drcss service cap and wear it at night or in the hut. The rice cuntains
75% water and so we are all visitors to the latrine two or threc times dur-
ing the night. I visit the hospital and huts each day now and make contact
with as nmany men as possible. They are always interested in any new rumours.
The latest news is that Singapore has fallen, but the rumour is that we sha-
11 be movimg to other parts soon.
My shocs' soles ars very thin now, I hope to have patchos of rubber put on
them today. I am now wcaring a borrowed pair of cenvas choes until my shoes
are repaired. These shoes are very cold and uncomfortable anc I icng for my
own agein.
Feb.18th: Ash Wednesday: News reached us twe days ago that Singepore has
surrcndered, There are vericd opinions in the camp as to the effect of such
a surrcnder on our position here as well as on the general Eastern situation
some think it will prolong, but others that it will shorion the war.however,
we must be content. Our food has not boen the best especleally in this cold
Gamp pencetrating weather. Most of us sleep in all our clothes and on Honday,
I sewed my two blenkets tgether and made a slecping bag of them. I had been
so uncomfortable sleeping~or trying tc sleep =~immy clothes that I detcrmined
to take off 211 my clothes for one night,which I did.

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THE_SHUMSAUIPO STORY - THE BOMBING RAID

It was on October 25, 1942 that they came for the first time. It was Sunday
and no parties were out and for a change POW's were taking things easy and

enjoying the bright and clear’ weather when, suddenly around 3 p.m. the air

raid alarms went on over at Stonecutters Island and others picked it up all
over Kowloon and Hongkong. '

within seconds the Camp changed from a scene of peace,quiet and tranquility
into a bedlam of noise and action, with the Japanese running about scresming
orders which no one understood, and showing general panic.. Eventually we
caught on to the fact that they wanted us to stay in our huts and not to come
outside under penalty of being shot. While they were trying to herd us into
the huts, the deep hum of many planes were heard coming in from the west,from
the direction of China proper.

Everybody stopped at what they were doing and scanned the skies and sure
enough, there they wers, beautiful and majestic, about 10,000 feet up, a
formation of about = dozen Mitchell's with an occasional flash of silver much
higher above, indicating the presence of a fighter cover.

The entire western sky over Xowloon peninsula blossomed with anti-alrcraft
shell bursts, but tc our joy and elation, these were at lcast a couple of th-
ousand feet below the flight path of the bombers and were ignored completely.
Down on the ground, the Japanese forgot about guarding, we forgot about the
possibility of being shot and instead, all watched the unhurried end majestic
flight heading directly towards the centre of our Cemp. Must admit that there
was considerable apprehension mixed with our elation as the bombers,showing
no signs of veering off, continued heading directly at us, and when suddenly,
little shining slivers dropped from the bellics of the bombers, everyone hit
the deck only to find the Japanese beating us to it.

This,however, was quite unnecessary because before we had time to get really
dug in, the first stick of bombs landed square in the middle of the Standard
011 gasolinc installation located across that strip of water, not half az mile
away from Shumshuipoy at Lajichikok. Immediately all hell brokc loose,the det-
onations of the bombs, followed by that tremendous explosion as the flrst oil
tank disintegrated and sent debris flying through the air, some in the form
of steel sheeting the size of billiard tables, making like kites and lending
on houses at the far side of the caump.

As one after another of the 30 odd storage tanks exploded and more debris
landed inside the ceamp, panic amvngst the Japanese became general. Guards
were screeming and firing their riflcs at the departing bombers,now miles
away, with some lying prone¢ on their behinds to do so. Over on the roof of
Jubilee Building, a Jap officer was reporteu to have drawn his 'samured!
sword from its scabbard and waving it over his head with one hand, emptied
his pistol in the general direction of the bombers: While in the midst of all
the n.ise of explosions and gunfire, a steady roar of encouragemcnt and app-
lause rose from the throats of nearly five thousand men and rose to a creas-—
cendo when a Lockheed Lightning-P 38- dropped out of the blue from nowhere
and with one burst,. disposed of the first of twc Zeros which had teken off to
try intercept the bombers.'”he Zero, emitting atell-tale plume of smoke,turn-
ed lazily on its belly and teok its final dive into the channel separqtlnﬂ
Stonecutter's from the mainland, not half a mile away from our Camp. '

By this time, the wholc installation was a masg of burning and exploding
flames with & black cloud of smoke (not unlike our recent Mt St Helen's-fire-
works) rising thousands of feet into the sky and visiblec, we were told, in
Macac some forty miles west of Hongkong. That fire burncd for five days, .

In the meanwhile, the second Zero apparently decided that discretion was
better than valour, and the last we saw of it was wien it droppcd down to
almost harbour level and headed in the dircction of Taiwanl
